1.0 Specific Comments

Comment 1: Page 2 Heading: Soil First Paragraph. 

“Approximately 10% of the samples will be analyzed for wider list of constituents”. It is not clear how large these characterization areas are and at least one sample per characterization area might be insufficient to characterize the area.

Comment 2: Page 4 Heading: Groundwater line 4

This section suggests that only constituents found to be high in the soil will be analyzed in the groundwater samples. Some constituents could be low in the soil but because of leaching over a long period could be high in the ground water. So the groundwater should be analyzed for the full constituent list.

Comment 3: Table 1

The check mark (X) in the groundwater column suggests that the constituent will be analyzed in the groundwater sample but this is not the case as highlighted in comment 2. The table is thus misleading.

Comment 4

A Map should be included in this document showing the entire area of concern, the relative sample points, including the air sample locations as well the soil sampling locations. It is not clear in the figures attached what the area of concern is and whether three samples for sediment for example are sufficient for the area.
